Barcroft is one of Arlington’s older neighborhoods, dating back to
the late 1800’s. The community of about 800 homes grew up near
the Barcroft Mill and train station on the railroad line now converted
to the W&OD Trail, one of the neighborhood’s prime attractions.

The Washington Post noted Barcroft’s “resemblance to a photo
album snapshot of an idyllic neighborhood from earlier times.”
