Just one Metro
stop east of bustling Ballston is Virginia Square, anchored by Metro, George 
Mason University’s Mason Square campus, and the Museum of Contemporary 
Art Arlington. Taken together, these two urban villages offer live-work-play 
attractions and commuting options for every walk of life.
