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Hoffman-Boston Elementary School

Built in 1916 by Noble Thomas, the first African-American to construct a public 
building in Virginia, the school is named for principals of two African-American 

schools and originally served grades 1-8. Middle and high school students attended 
class here from the late 1930s until 1964, when Arlington desegregated its school 

system. Today’s diverse student body spans pre-K through 5th grade.

Mount Olive Baptist Church
This resilient institution survived multiple moves and name changes, from 

its 1863 founding as Antioch Baptist Church in Freedman’s Village to 
Southwest DC, to its 1879 return to Arlington as Mount Olive on the 

present-day Pentagon reservation, and finally to this location in 1942. 

Trinity Episcopal 
Church

This church traces its 
origins to the Custis 
family whose 1825 

“Chapel of Ease,” which 
was built by enslaved 

people on the grounds of 
the Arlington House 

plantation, was burned 
by Union soldiers at the 

beginning of the Civil 
War. After the war, 

congregants began 
meeting in abandoned 

federal barracks and the 
successor congregation 

now worships here.

Black Heritage Museum 
of Arlington

Founded to “illuminate the spirit, 
resilience and contributions” of 
Arlington’s African-American 
residents, the BHMA presents 

inspiring stories, priceless 
artifacts, and engaging exhibits 

in a welcoming, easily 
accessible location.

Arlington Cinema
& Drafthouse

Dorothy Hamm, one of the 
plaintiffs in the successful 
civil suit that was filed in 
May 1956 to desegregate 

Virginia schools, protested 
segregation of Arlington 

theaters here in 1963.

Selina Gray Square
Enslaved at Arlington House, home of 

Confederate General Robert E. Lee, 
Gray is credited with saving some of 

George Washington’s heirlooms when 
Union soldiers occupied the property 
in 1861. Selina, her husband, and eight 

children were freed in 1862 and 
continued to live at Arlington House 

before settling in Green Valley.

George Washington Carver Park
This park marks the site of the George Washington Carver 

Cooperative Apartments, designed by prominent African-American
architect Albert J. Cassell and built as government housing for 

those forced to leave Freedman’s Village for construction of the 
Pentagon. Residents bought the complex in 1949, turning it into a 

wholly African-American owned-and-operated cooperative.

St. John’s Baptist Church
Founded in 1903, Arlington’s oldest 

standing church and one-time school 
for “the Colored” has held services 

at this location since 1908. Its 
congregants include a who’s who of 
African-Americans active in County 

leadership past and present.
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Freedman’s Village Bridge
Named for the government settlement 

that housed freed formerly enslaved 
people following Emancipation, this 

bridge honors the residents who 
transformed Freedman’s Village into 

a thriving neighborhood over its 
30-year history, from dedication 

in 1863 to closure in 1900.

Harry W. Gray House
Born into slavery at Arlington House to parents Thornton and 

Selina Gray, Harry worked as a bricklayer, firefighter, and 
Department of Interior messenger after the Civil War. He 

applied his skills in masonry to build this Italianate rowhouse, 
now listed on the National Register of Historic Places.
