GREEN VALLEY

Tucked between the W&OD Trailhead and Columbia Pike, this historically
African-American neighborhood is home to three of Arlington’s oldest
churches, two community gathering places named for hometown heroes,
and a lunchtime favorite with an unusual name. From Superman Hill to Four
Mile Run, Green Valley (formerly known as Nauck) is steeped in history and
well-served by bus lines, trails, bike lanes, and sidewalks.
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
