Once home to an indigenous village and burial ground, farmland, and a wagon road to the 
Potomac River, present-day Yorktown is mostly residential, with easy access to Yorktown High 
School, Marymount University, and local amenities like Greenbrier Park and Lee-Harrison 
Shopping Center, by foot, bike, or bus.

Slightly hilly with level

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Garden City Shopping Center
Framing this prominent intersection 

since the 1950s, this eclectic 
commercial center houses more than 
two dozen independent businesses.

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John Saegmuller House
Listed on the National Register of Historic Places, 
this home belonged to George Saegmuller’s son 
John, who operated a successful dairy with his 

brothers at the family’s Reserve Hill Farm.

Reserve Hill/Knights of Columbus Council
Reserve Hill was built in 1903 as a residence for German 
immigrant, inventor, and civic leader George Saegmuller 
and has served as the Knights’ Council home since 1950.
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
